Holy Land (cont’d)
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My Pilgrimage to the Holy Land—May, 2009

My trip to the Holy Land began on Friday, May 1, with a three-day orientation in Atlanta.
We met at the plush Emory Conference Center on the campus of Emory University. Twenty
ministers (12 men, 8 women) convened under the leadership of Dr. Temba Mafico, our
pilgrimage director.

On Tuesday evening, we flew from Atlanta to Frankfurt, Germany and then to Tel Aviv,
Israel. A chartered bus took us to Tiberius, Galilee, Israel where we spent seven days walking in
the footsteps of Jesus. We stayed at the St. Andrews, Scots Hotel which overlooked the western
shore of the Sea of Galilee. The hotel restaurant served “5-star” food, and every buffet meal was
“art on a plate” and delicious!

After a buffet breakfast each day, we trekked down the hill to St. Andrews, Scots Church for
praise, prayer, and preaching. Each pilgrim member led in a worship celebration, and | preached
on Day 2. All of the messages were spirit-filled and gave us a much-needed word for each day!
After worship, we trekked back up the hill to the hotel, boarded our chartered bus, and were
driven throughout the Holy Land to retrace the footsteps of Jesus: Nazareth where Jesus was
raised; Cana where Jesus began his ministry by transforming water into wine; Capernaum where
Jesus maintained his headquarters at Peter’s house; the Mount of Beatitudes; the Golan Heights;
Caesarea Philippi where Jesus asked his disciples, “Who do men say that | am?”’; and many
other sights. Our evenings included reflection on our daily tours, prayer, praise, and preaching
followed by a sumptuous dinner.

The highlights for me on this pilgrimage were many: the rich diversity of my fellow
pilgrims; retracing the footsteps of Jesus; crossing the Sea of Galilee in a boat; singing in the
dungeon where Jesus was imprisoned; being baptized (rededication of my baptism and
conversion) in the Jordan River where Jesus was baptized; praying at Mt. Calvary and the
Wailing Wall for Pilgrim Baptist Church, family, and friends; and witnessing to a Jewish woman
on the airplane while a rabbi was seated in front of me!
